Board Cut Details
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Assembly Dimensions

Start by cutting all the boards and sanding the edges. Lay the legs on a square building surface
atd fasten the top and seat supports. It's a little tricky but make sure all the dimensions are
cotrect per the drawing below before you bolt the parts together. Then stand them up and
tasten the center top board. Make sure it 15 square and fasten the seat and remainder of the top
boards. Finally, while the brats are cooking on the grill, flip the table on it’s top and attach the
center suppotts, center top suppott and braces. Flip it back upright and carefully insert brats in

buns. Enjoy!
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
